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Google Scholar

e Provides link to pdf if available

 Formats citations in common styles (also gives BibTeX form)
 You can see who has cited a given paper/book/etc...

e Often an other will have their own page where you can see all their publications
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Linguistics Journals

e It's good to be aware of the major journals in your (sub)field
 Macauley (2011) recommends skimming through old editions to look for paper topics
e Some journals cover broad topics while others are more narrow

e For example Language Is the flagship journal of the Linguistics Society of America and covers
a broad range of topics

e The Journal of Phonetics on the other hand Is somewhat narrow and only publishes about
linguistic phonetics

e Some journals like Linguistic Inquiry do cover a broad range of topics, but with a skew
towards one subfield (Syntax in this case)

"Linguistics & Language Behavior Abstracts (LLBA) abstracts and indexes the international
literature in linguistics and related disciplines in the language sciences. The database
provides abstracts of journal articles and citations to book reviews drawn from over 600
serials publications, and also provides abstracts of books, book chapters, and
dissertations.

e Detailed search available
e Can limit to only peer reviewed sources
e Able to e-mail yourself (and/or others) source information
e Built-in citation formatting (including BibTeX)

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Oxford Bibliographies in Linguistics

Extremely detailed bibliographies on specific topics
A great way to learn about the foundational research in any given area

All entries are annotated providing context and background that might be missing from a
generic reading list

Hard to find journal articles, book chapters, or dissertations delivered in pdf form
Books not available at the Stony Brook library can be transferred from other universities

Undergraduate students are limited to 20 active requests
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LingBuzz

e LingBuzz is a free archive of linguistics articles
e Uploaded directly by author
 Divided into five subareas: phonology, syntax, semantics, morphology, diachrony

e Easiest way to stay up to date on what Is going on in the field
